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The top flashing is placed as illustrated and mounted with 16 screws with o-ring Ø4.2 x 20 mm. Pilot-drill 

through the holes in the flashing.

7 The side gable flashings are mounted in each side. Each flashing is fastened with two screws with o-ring 

Ø4.2 x 20 mm.

The tiles are adjusted if necessary and placed on the roof. The tiles should overlap the top flashing  

with 45-60 mm.

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Installation of wall brackets with gas springs

Mount the six wall brackets in the embrasure plate by the ridge profile. Mount each bracket with two SBS 

screws Ø8 x 63mm in the pilot-drilled holes. Before the brackets are screwed on, the laminated wood rafters 

are pilot-drilled further using a Ø5 drill.

It is important that the brackets, which are mounted as close as possible to the side embrasure, 

point in such a way that the flange with the thread holes points inwards against the embrasure. 

The additional four brackets are mounted in pairs so that the flanges with the thread holes point 

towards each other.

Mount the additional part of the bracket on which the gas spring is placed. The bracket should be turned, so 

the short leg is on top. Screw the two bracket parts together. Use screws Ø6 x 25mm.

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The panels are rotated individually to an open position and the gas springs are mounted to the bracket on 

the frame. First, mount the gas springs on the two side panels (A and C) and then on the middle panel.

Installation of striking plate and opening limiter

The striking plate is mounted. Place the striking plate between the two ‘mounds’ of the sill gasket. One 2mm 

and one 1mm packing shim is placed beneath every striking plate. The striking plate and packers are pushed 

against the upper ‘mound’ (closest to the embrasure) of the sill gasket. Remember that the vertical surface of 

the striking plate should turn away from the embrasure. The panel is rotated to back down against the stri-

king plate with the handle in an open position. The striking plate and the packers are moved sideways until 

there is the same distance on both sides between striking plate and the handle’s locking pawls. The striking 

plate is fastened with two screws Ø6 x 60mm, A2 poz. slot.

If the pressure between the panel and bottom gasket is not sufficient, then this can be adjusted by removing 

one or both packers.

Before the wall brackets for the opening limiter are screwed in place, the position in which the bar of the 

opening limiter always moves within the embrasure, regardless of the opening angle of the panel, should 

be found. This position is found by opening and closing the panel while the wall bracket is kept tight to the 

embrasure plate with your hands. The wall bracket for the opening limiter is fastened to the embrasure plate 

with two screws.

When embrasure plates are mounted in the sides and at the bottom, the wall brackets are mounted to the 

opening limiter.

The embrasure plates are mounted on the 12mm rail which is built into the construction.

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Installation of a blind

Install the blinds. Read the enclosed note which describes the blind’s locking mechanism. The blind should 

be installed with the lock off. Firstly, push the blind’s permanent ratchet in the oblong hole in the panel’s left 

side frame.

The blind is tightened by turning it around as shown on the picture. When the blind is sufficiently tightened, 

the blind is moved upwards, so the spring ratchet joins with the hole at the top of the right side frame.
